Glossary

BITS (BInary digiTS) – digital signals operate as pieces, or bits, of information representing two values such as yes/no, on/off, or 0/1

CMS (Content Management System) – applications that run on a web server; they create and manage web content

Divs (short for division) – used to organize content into meaningful containers (one div for the masthead, one for the navigation, another for the content, etc.) 
GIF (Graphics Interchange Format) – one of the 3 main formats for graphic images used on the Web; a low-resolution format with a maximum of 256 color information…generally fairly small files

HTML – HyperText Markup Language - the language of the Internet

example: <font size=“2” face=“Garamond”><b>HTML</b></font>

Hypertext – the data-linking feature of the World Wide Web

Internet – a vast, global network of telephone and cable lines, wireless connections, and satellite systems designed to link and carry digital information worldwide

ISP – Internet Service Provider – a commercial service that consumers pay for a connection to the Internet (examples: Comcast, AOL, GroLen Communications)
JPEG or JPG (Joint Photographic Experts Group) – one of the 3 main formats for graphic images used on the Web; offers millions of colors, although the format is compressed (“lossy”) to reduce the file size
PNG (Portable Network Graphics) – one of the 3 main formats for graphic images used on the Web; created in 1995 to replace GIFs, they are capable of more than 256 color display, however they aren’t transparent and can’t be animated like a GIF…may not be supported by very old browsers

RGB – a way of expressing color values by the degree of Red, Green and Blue in an image…RGBA is a way of expressing an Alpha component that allows you to specify an opacity (denseness) value for color

Sitemap – a visual tool to show the links and relationships in a website

TIFF (Tagged Image File Format) – a computer file format that is popular among graphic artists and the publishing industry; can produce high color-depth images… generally very large files not suitable for the Web

Web browsers – software packages that help users navigate the Web

Wireframing – a blueprint or sketch of a website; can be drawn by hand or use software

WYSIWYG (what you see is what you get) – a mode of page design that looks exactly like it will look in an actual browser
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
