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Chapter 1 –  Introducing Dreamweaver

Notes about Dreamweaver CS6:

Menu Bar – part of the Dreameaver window in Windows, always at the top of the screen on a MAC

· Document Toolbar – found beneath any document tabs you have open

· View Mode – lets you choose between Design, Code and Split views

· Page Title – here’s where you enter each page’s descriptive title

· Miscellaneous buttons

· Document Views

· Design – the WYSIWYG view shows how the page will appear in a browser

· Code – what the underlying HTML and tags look like

· Split – shows the Design and Code views side-by-side; these can be re-sized as needed

· Live – to see how JavaScript or other code will look in a browser 

· Live Code – Live View and Code views side-by-side; see how the HTML changes as you interact with the Design pane

· Inspect – an enhancement of the Live view; you can turn on the CSS Inspect mode as you move the cursor

Panels – appear by default in the dock area along the right side of the software; can be dragged to other locations on the screen if desired…can also be hidden, moved or resized as desired

Since panels tend to disappear you can always choose Windows Arrange Panels to make them all visible again.

Insert Panel – the default designer workspace in the top panel; it is used to insert content and objects into a web page.

Workspace – an arrangement of panels, the dock, the document window, and the Property Inspector…each of you will find a combination that is comfortable for you.

Fluid Grid layouts – lets you design a site for smart phones, tablets or traditional computer monitors; it is based on the width of a browser window.

You layout divs on the grid and Dreamweaver CS6 automatically switches between layouts depending on the screen size.

· Divs (short for divisions) hold a section of a page that you use and style as a block.  Use divs to organize content into meaningful containers, for example:

· a div for the masthead

· a div for the navigation

· a div for the content

· a div for the footer

Positioning divs creates your layout.
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
