Digital Marketing
This is about using the web as a channel and marketing that channel.  Remember what we discussed earlier…everything in digital media is trackable, unlike traditional media.  All of it is measurable.

Digital marketing starts with branding but can include e-mail, Social Media, SEO, web design, mobile web & apps, and usually ends with analytics & tracking results.

SEARCH ENGINE OPTIMIZATION (SEO):

Successful digital marketing firms must have a keyword strategy.  That includes being up on the best practices and loading a site with the right keywords and phrases to improve search engine rankings.   

PAY-PER-CLICK (PPC):

PPC is the paid part of SEO…creating ads on Google and the other search engines. 

GOOGLE ANALYTICS – provides a full customer picture across ads and videos, websites and social tools, tablets and smartphones

AD WORDS – enhanced advertising campaigns that you only pay for when a visitor clicks on the ad…you set your budget to an affordable limit…Google provides a free Keyword Planner tool to experiment with how various combinations of keywords might perform

MOBILE APP ANALYTICS – another tool in the Google arsenal to see the detailed way your visitors interact with an app including:

· the total number of screens seen per visit

· the order in which screens are viewed

· the number of technical errors, including app crashes

· how often visitors return to the app

· how long sessions last

· how long individual app elements take to load

· specific content actions unique to your app, like a social recommendation or an ad click
